To qualify as a ‘Cadet’ boat it should be helmed by a cadet member.  It may be crewed by an adult.  As a guide boats qualifying the for the Cadet & Club handicap should have a PY > 1140 but boats with a PY lower will be considered.

The class flags and start sequence for handicap racing are set out in Appendix 1.
5. COURSES

5.1
The courses will be displayed on the Club Course Board, with the written description prevailing over the drawn diagram.  The courses will be set by nominated representatives of the Sailing Committee.


Three courses will be set, one for Cadets dinghies, one for catamarans and one for cadets.  All boats of the same type will sail around the same course. 
6. STARTS

Races will be started in accordance with the above paragraph 4.

TIME LIMITS
11.1
Unless otherwise prescribed on the Course Board, time limits for races shall be 2hrs from the last start time of the sequence.  Boats failing to finish within 30 minutes after the first boat of her class finishes or within the time limit, whichever is later, will not be scored. In handicap races, the period of 30 minutes is taken from the finishing times after correction for handicap.

If a race is abandoned and not re-sailed and all boats in a class have completed at least one round, all boats still racing at the expiry of the time limit or at abandonment shall be scored points for their position at the end of the last completed round.
